Physical Efficiency Test (PET)/ Physical Standard Test (PST) : Based on the performance in CBE, candidates will 

be shortlisted for PET/ PST by the Commission. Physical Efficiency Test (PET) and Physical Standard Test (PST) 

will be conducted at various centres finalized by the CAPFs. Detailed scrutiny of candidates' eligibility/ documents 

will be undertaken at the time of DME. Therefore, it will be the responsibility of the candidates to verify their 

eligibility as prescribed in this notice before appearing for CBE/ PET/ PST. Candidates shortlisted for PET/PST will 

be asked to go through biometric verification followed by PET&PST. The PST shall include measurement of height, 

weight & Chest (as applicable). 

 Ex-servicemen who are shortlisted in the Computer Based Examination for PET/ PST will have to appear in 

PET/ PST for recording of measurement of height, chest and weight only. There is total relaxation in 

PST/PET for Exserviceman. PET will not be held for these Ex-servicemen candidates. However, they will 

have to qualify the medical examination.
